heaven; salvation can’t be earned, but is a gift.

2. Discover the Solution: Jesus

The only way for God to bridge the gap between Himself and
us is through His Son, Jesus Christ. His death was a substitute
for us; He paid the penalty for our sins.

Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but
have everlasting life.” John 3:16

3. Respond: Believe, Repent, Confess, Accept Jesus
as the Lord and your Savior

To be saved, we must believe that Jesus is Lord and believe that

He died for our sins. This confession acknowledges before God

that we are unable to attain righteousness on our own and that

we accept His plan for our lives.
